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Salem City, United States of America
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The capital of Oregon. Citizen exchange took place over
an extended period due to a sister relationship between
universities in the two cities, leading to a partnership. The
sister city agreement was signed on August 1, 1986.
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Oftenbach City, Germany
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It is an industrial city located on the banks of the river Main, a
tributary of the Rhine. A partnership was signed due to the fact
that both cities are located in greater metropolitan areas and
have long histories and that a Kawagoe company had a factory
there. The sister city agreement was signed on August 24, 1983.
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Nakasatsunai Village, Hokkaido
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Itis a farming community stretching along the flanks of the Hidaka Mountains.
The western part of the village is the Hidaka-sanmyaku Erimo Quasi-National
Park. A partnership was signed because a museum of the works of Kyuichiro
Aihara, an honorary citizen of Kawagoe City, was opened in this village. The
friendship city agreement was signed on November 30, 2002.
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Obama City, Fului Prefecture
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Located in the southwestern part of Fukui Prefecture, it is home to many items of
cultural heritage. A partnership was signed due to a chance connection: performers
of the Sasara lion dance accompanied the lord of the Kawagoe domain when he was

transferred to the Wakasa-Obama domain, and the tradition was passed down as
the Unpinlion dance. The sister city agreement was signed on November 30, 1982.
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Tanagura Town, Fukushima Prefecture
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It is a town which grew up around Tanagura Castle, located in the
southern part of Fukushima Prefecture. A partnership was signed due
to a shared history, in which Matsudaira Suonokami Yasuhide became
the lord of both the Kawagoe and Tanagura domains in the Edo Period.
The friendship city agreement was signed on January 18, 1972.
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
